• Ensure that all fiduciary, technical and safeguards requirements specified in the World Bank
Project Agreement are fulfilled within requisite timeframes;

• Ensure coordination between sectors for successful implementation and results of the Project
including providing guidance and directives to relevant State Departments;

• Ensure coordination on Project planning and activities with local authorities and community
groups;

• Ensure communication and consultation on Project planning and activities with all stakeholders
within and outside government;

• Delegate its powers to the Chairperson, Convener and Project Director as it may deem fit;
• Oversee the integration of work of the Project Management Unit with the State health system,

which is under the administrative control of the Commissioner &: Secretary, Health &: Family
Welfare;
